Scriptural Prayers—May 2007

Psalm 119:4 – Excite them to diligently obey you and to keep your precepts.

I Kings 3:9 – Give my children discerning hearts so they will raise their children to distinguish between right and wrong.
Colossians 3:2 – Protect my family from the evils of this world.  Guide them to make godly choices and to set their minds on things above.

I Thes 5:16-18 -- Give them the understanding that your will for them is to be joyful. 
Eph 3:16-19 -- Strengthen them in the inner man.  May they know the love of God.
Eph 1:15:21 -- They will know the wisdom and knowledge of God; that they will have an understanding of what His will is for their life and experience His power.

II Thess 1:11 -- Their lives will be a display of His goodness and His power. 

Heb 13:20-21 -- God will work in their lives to make them more like His son, Jesus Christ.  God will us them to serve Him with all their being.
Colossians 4:2 -- Lord, Grant that we as your servants be devoted to prayer, being watchful for your answers and thankful for your blessings.
