November 2007—Spiritual Life Lessons

I occasionally watch TLC’s Trading Spaces, What Not to Wear, and Flip that House during which they advertise TLC’s Life Lessons such as: “Not everything comes back in style;” “When you’re a mom, there is no rest room;” “When buying a new house, save some money for new drapes;” or “Know when not to do it yourself.”  
Likewise, as I have sat under Bill’s preaching for over 25 years, there are some Spiritual Life Lessons that are etched in my mind.  
#1 “Do the right thing whether you feel like it or not”. (James 4:17 “Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.”)  Feelings can be very deceiving.  I don’t always feel like reading the Bible or praying or going to church or being kind to those who hurt me. I don’t always feel pleasant and cheerful.  Have you noticed, as I have, that when you do the right thing, your feelings follow?
#2 “If you neglect the Word of God, you will fail.” It may not be a great catastrophic failure, but rather, simply not having the spiritual victories God intends for me and you to experience.  (2 Tim. 2:15 “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”)  

#3 “You are as close to God as you want to be.”  The choice is ours.  (Rom. 6:16 “Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?”) It is easy to be close to God during difficulties, but it is more of a challenge when things are going smoothly.
